Commiecioner Carter says he will
lay the plann hefore all the eitizenx
&nd civic organizationn of the city
and hopes 1o have the pier lncore
norated into & bond fsue for sub.
rission tn the public early unext
vear. The 1'llng «nd conatruction
wonld  nhecesnitate about  $3,000,000
worth of honds to finance it, accord-
ing 1o tho estimates of Carter and

bee.

Aceording to the plane, the pler
weuld he au extenaion from the
urerent western water front bulke
liead lige intc the Key Route hasin
of that portion of tllled land lying
Letaeen Fourteenth and Eighteenth
strecls. The pier would be 730 feet
wide, 8000 feet long on the north
olde and (000 feet long nn the south
¥ide, extending us far weat as the
United Statew plerhead line.

PIER TO CHANNEL

Upon it would be bullt fifteen
tranxt sheds, and it could accom-
madate 30,080 fect, nearly seven
milex, of ptorage and switching
iracks.

The pler would projact direcjly
irto the vew channel, which {3 to
ha dredged to the wemtern water
front, and vessels could approach
the pier froin buth the north and
south sides.

BReehea points out that the dredg-
fugs from the porposed channel
vould be ured in making the aolid
{11 (or the pirr and cohsiderably
winimize thix stem of expenditure.
